	511 IAC 7-32-33:  A nonpublic school must meet the definition of an elementary school as defined in Article VII.  “Elementary school” means a school that provides any combination of kindergarten and grades 1 through 8.



	511 IAC 7-34-4:  Each public agency must consult with nonpublic school representatives, and representatives of parents on an annual basis.  This consultation must be timely and meaningful. The purpose of the consultation is to discuss topics of child find, the determination of the proportionate share of federal funds, consultation process and how, where and by whom special education services will be provided.



	511 IAC 7-34-3 (e) 1:   It is the responsibility of the school corporation of legal settlement to offer a “Free Appropriate Public Education” ( F.A.P.E.) ,at the initial placement conference, to students who are placed by the parent in a nonpublic school setting.  Written notices apply to as they do with public school services.



	511 IAC 7-34-5 (e):  Parentally-placed nonpublic school students with disabilities may receive a different amount of services under a service plan than public school students receive in an IEP.
